“BEIJING INTERNATIONAL FICTS FESTIVAL”: FROM AUGUST 10th  TO 14th IN CHINA 

The FICTS President Prof. Franco Ascani will officially open the 13th edition of the “Beijing 

International FICTS Festival” (during “Beijing International Sports Film Week”), which will be held in 

Beijing (China) from August 10th to 14th, in the framework of the World Championships of Cinema 
and Sports Television “World FICTS Challenge”. The event is organized by the BODA - Beijing 
Olympic Development Association (http://www.sportsfilm.org/) whose purpose is to promote the 

development of sport films and Olympic ideals and the transmission of Olympic legacy in collaboration 
with FICTS - Fédération Internationale Cinema Télévision Sportifs. The “Beijing International Sports 
Film Week” - whose theme is “Winter Olympic Dream with Sports Emotions”, is articulated into 

Projections, Exhibitions, Awards, Meetings (including one on world sport cinema). FICTS, as part of the 

sports promotion campaign, is featured with 50 projections (including 15 on winter sports) coming from 30 

countries. The best works chosen by the Jury will take part in “Sport Movies & Tv 2017” scheduled in 

Milan (Italy) from November 15th to 20th. There are 60 works from 11 Countries, competing for 
“Beijing International Sports Film Week” divided into four Sections including the “Winter sports” 
theme created to further promote Beijing's next venue of the 2022 Winter Olympic Games. 
During his stay in Beijing, Prof. Ascani will meet qualified Chinese sport Authorities and local 
Institutions including BODA V. President Jiang Xiaoyu, delegations of the BOCOG (2022 Beijing 
Olympic Winter Games Organizing Committee) and Chinese Olympic Committee.

around Milano in collaboration with sports and cultural organizations. A six-day program with several 
appointments articulated in 10 prestigious venues, a “Widespread Festival” across the whole of Milan 

territory which will transform the city into a place dedicated to professionals, fans and tourists of any 
age.

FICTS AT “EXPOSITION SPORTS MEMORIES 2017” IN RIO DE JANEIRO (BRAZIL)  
FICTS - Fédération Internationale Cinema Télévision Sportifs, a year from the 2016 Rio Olympics, 

supports and gives its Patronage to “Exposition Sports Memories 2017 - 2nd Edition” scheduled in Rio 

de Janeiro from August 16th till October 1st. The Exposition – included the International Circuit of the 
“World FICTS Challenge 2017” – is an audiovisual exposition that has the aim of to show, after 10 
years of precious work, the history of the World Olympic and Brazilian sport through cinema in 100 

years. The exposition – organised by Guanabara Filmes (directed by Josè Joaquim and Josè Candido Soares)

NEW DATE FOR THE FICTS FESTIVAL IN UGANDA: SEPTEMBER 12TH – 14TH  
The FICTS Executive Committee has authorized the change of the 11th edition of the “Kampala 

International FICTS Festival” that will be held in Uganda on September 12th – 14th, 2017, following 
the request of the Organizing Committee chaired by Mr Dean Kibirige. The African continent has come 

to great lengths, including through this event dedicated to cinema and sports television, to the diffusion 
of cultural and sporting values underlying the FICTS statute. The Festival is organized by FICTS in 
collaboration with UBC - Uganda Broadcasting Corporation and the National Council of Sports. 
Projections and meetings will take place at the “Sea Scallop” venue. The winners of each section will 
take part in the Final “Sport Movies & Tv 2017” scheduled in Milan (Italy) from November 15th to 20th. 
A special moment will be dedicated to the memory of Dr. Andrew Luwandagga, founder of the 
Kampala Festival.

“TASHKENT INTERNATIONAL FICTS FESTIVAL” IN UZBEKISTAN: 18 – 21 SEPTEMBER 

The city of Tashkent (Republic of Uzbekistan) will host the eleventh edition of “Tashkent 

International FICTS Festival” from September 18th to 21st. The Festival – directed by Mr Sabir 

Ruziev FICTS Vice President, President of Uzbek Fencing Federation and President of Uzbek 
Federation Cinema Television Sportifs – is organized by Uzbek Fencing Federation under the 
patronage of the Uzbek Olympic National Committee and the Dubai Government in Uzbekistan with 
the partnership of Begim Llc. There are 4 competitive Sections of the Festival which will be articulated 
– besides projections of 40 videos coming from 18 Countries – workshops, exhibitions and meetings. 
The Opening Ceremony will be held on 18 September in the Museum of Olympic Glory of the 
Republic of Uzbekistan. The other venues of the Festival where will be scheduled events, meetings and 
sports viewing films are: the State Institute of Culture and Arts, Faculty of Film and Television 
University Communications, the Institute of Physical Culture of Uzbekistan, as well as various sport 
federations and schools.

The Provençal Golf Sophia Antipolis will host the “Opening Ceremony” on September 26th. The 
National Olympic Museum will host during all the period of the  Festival – besides the “Olympic” 
Exhibition – the projections of the exclusive images of the Olympic Games of all time in order to 
further promote, at international level, the Olympism, the Olympic Culture and “Sport for All” in the 

framework of the Project “Olympic Images Emotions” promoted by FICTS in agreement with the IOC
